PRIVACY NOTICE

Dear Investor:

Protecting your privacy is important to Robert Bergstrom. and our employees. We want you to understand what information we collect and how we use it.  The following policy serves as the standard for our firm for the collection, use, retention, and security of nonpublic personal information.

We collect nonpublic personal information about you from the following sources:

· Information we receive from you on brokerage account applications and various other broker dealer forms,

· Information you supply on our questionnaires and account agreements,

· Written or verbal communications we receive directly from you, and

· Information we receive from your broker dealer about your transactions and your account.

“Nonpublic personal information” is nonpublic information about you that we obtain in connection with providing financial products or services to you.

We do not disclose any nonpublic personal information about our client or prospective clients to anyone, except as permitted by law.  Permitted disclosures under the law include sharing information with the broker dealers like Fidelity and TD Waterhouse that maintain your account and their related companies, such as a transfer agent or custodian.  All such companies act on your behalf, and use the information to provide the services that you and I have asked them to perform for you.  Those companies are not affiliated with or related to this firm in any way.  Each broker dealer maintains its own separate privacy policy.

Other permitted disclosures include sharing information with the federal and state agencies that regulate our business, and periodically examine our operations.

We restrict access to nonpublic information about you to those persons who need to know that information to provide services to you. We maintain physical, electronic, and procedural safeguards to guard your nonpublic personal information.
